This bill requires applicants for a real estate appraiser’s
license to conplete all the necessary experience requirenents
within two years of passing the qualifying exam Currently,
applicants are allowed three years to conplete these
requirenents.

PROPONENTS: Supporters say that state |aw all ows appraisers 36
nmonths to finalize their certification; however, federal |aw
requires certification within 24 nonths. A federal subcommttee
has indicated that if Mssouri does not conply with the 24-nonth
requi renment, they may decertify the entire state which wl|l

prohi bit M ssouri appraisers fromparticipating in federally

rel ated transacti ons.
