AMEND House Committee Substitute for House Bill No. 2034, Page 7, Section 195.010, Line 205,
by inserting after the number "(22)" the following:

""Illegal Industrial Hemp":

(a) All nonseed parts and varieties of the Cannabis sativa plant, growing or not, that contain
an average delta-9 tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) concentration exceeding three-tenths of one percent
on a dry weight basis;

(b) "Illegal industrial hemp" shall be destroyed by appropriate means carried out under the
supervision of the Missouri state highway patrol in coordination with local law enforcement

agencies;

Further amend said bill and section, by renumbering subsequent subdivisions accordingly; and

Further amend said bill, Page 32, Section 195.749, Line 14, by inserting after the number "3." the
following:

"To receive an industrial hemp registration, the grower must agree to plant and cultivate a

minimum of ten acres, in a single parcel, of industrial hemp.
4."; and

Further amend said bill, Page 33, Section 195.758, Linel8, by inserting after all of said line the
following:

"3. The Missouri state highway patrol may perform aerial surveillance to ensure illegal
industrial hemp or marijuana plants are not being cultivated on or near legal, registered industrial
hemp plantings.

4. The Missouri state highway patrol may coordinate with local law enforcement agencies
to destroy illegal industrial hemp and marijuana plants.

5. The department shall notify the Missouri state highway patrol and local law enforcement
agencies of the need to destroy a crop of industrial hemp deemed illegal through field analysis.";

Further amend said bill by amending the title, enacting clause, and intersectional references
accordingly.
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
