WHEREAS, the lapse in discretionary appropriations by the federal government of the

2 United States of America, beginning on or about December 22, 2018, has caused the longest

3 period of time under which federal government workers have experienced a federal government

4 shutdown; and

6 WHEREAS, throughout this period of time, many federal workers have not been paid;

7 and

9 WHEREAS, throughout this period of time, through no fault of their own, some federal

10 workers have encountered difficulties in meeting their financial obligations; and

12 WHEREAS, some federal workers may have their credit rating adversely affected

13 because of financial hardships from the lapse in discretionary appropriations by the federal

14 government; and

16 WHEREAS, some federal workers may fall into debt as a result of not receiving their

17 paychecks during the lapse in discretionary appropriations by the federal government; and

19 WHEREAS, there are federal workers in Missouri who are suffering financial hardship,

20 through no fault of their own, as a result of the impasse taking place at the federal government:

22 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the members of the Missouri House

23 of Representatives, One Hundredth General Assembly, First Regular Session, hereby affirm that
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24 the state of Missouri values the federal workers who reside within its borders and will be

25 assisting its residents by using state resources; and

27 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  that the Chief Clerk of the Missouri House of

28 Representatives be instructed to prepare a properly inscribed copy of this resolution for each

29 member of the Missouri congressional delegation, the Governor of the state of Missouri, and the

30 President of the United States of America.
