
HCB 5 -- DESIGNATION OF MEMORIAL HIGHWAYS

SPONSOR: Ruth

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 79 from Spring
Street continuing north to North Street in the City of Hannibal in
Marion County as the "Jake Beckley Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 79 from Fifth
Street continuing north to U.S. State Highway 36 in the City of
Hannibal in Marion County as the "Molly Brown Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 740 from Audubon
Drive to .25 miles east of MO 763 in Boone County as the "SGT
Phillip Anderson Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 740 from .25 miles
east of MO 763 to .35 miles west of Providence Boulevard in Boone
County as the "SPC Steven Fitzmorris Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 740 from .35 miles
west of Providence Boulevard to .25 miles west of Forum Boulevard
in Boone County as the "SPC Jason Fingar Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 740 from .25 miles
west of Forum Boulevard to .25 miles south of State Highway TT in
Boone County as the "SFC Charles Sadell Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 740 from .25 miles
south of State Highway TT to the intersection of State Highway E
and Aaron Drive in Boone County as the "SPC Sterling Wyatt Memorial
Highway."

This bill designates a portion of Interstate 70 from State Highway
A continuing east to Lake St. Louis Boulevard in St. Charles County
as the "Ralph Barrale Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway 76 from Stonebridge
Parkway continuing east to Old Highway 76 Road as the "Mary
Herschend Memorial Highway."

This bill designates a portion of State Highway E from Lafayette
Street South to Outer Road 70 East in Lafayette County as the
"Firefighter Jeff Sanders Memorial Highway."

The Department of Transportation shall erect and maintain
appropriate signs designating such highways, with the cost to be
paid by private donations.
