AMEND House Bill No. 1710, Pages 7-8, Section 138.060, Lines 4-8, by deleting all of said lines
and inserting the following:

"In any county with a charter form of government with a population greater than two
hundred eighty thousand inhabitants but less than two hundred eighty-five thousand inhabitants,
[and] in any county with a charter form of government with greater than one million inhabitants,
[and] in any city not within a county, and in any other county for any property whose assessed
valuation increased at least ten percent from the previous assessment unless the increase is due to
new construction or improvement, the assessor shall have the burden to prove that the assessor's
valuation does not exceed the true market value of the subject property."; and

Further amend said bill, Page 8, Section 82.550, Line 3, by inserting after said section and line the
following:

"Section B. The repeal and reenactment of section 137.115 and section 138.060 of section A
of this act shall become effective only upon the passage and approval by the voters of a
constitutional amendment submitted to them by the general assembly allowing for a statutory
limitation on the amount by which the assessed value of residential real property may be increased.

Section C. The repeal of section 82.550 and the repeal and reenactment of section 53.010 of
section A of this act shall become effective only upon the passage and approval by the voters of a
constitutional amendment submitted to them by the general assembly allowing for all county
assessors to be elected."; and

Further amend said bill by amending the title, enacting clause, and intersectional references
accordingly.
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
