AN ACT

To amend chapter 265, RSMo, by adding thereto one new section relating to livestock
processing.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapter 265, RSMo, is amended by adding thereto one new section, to be
known as section 265.482, to read as follows:

265.482. 1. As used in this section, the term "livestock' means any animal eligible
for indemnity payments under the federal Livestock Indemnity Program as listed in 7
C.F.R. Section 760.404(d), as amended.

2. No state agency shall exclude any species of livestock from processing through
the agricultural or environmental permitting process if the processing facility is qualified
to process meat for human consumption and interstate commerce, and meets all United

States Department of Agriculture standards for processing livestock.
