AN ACT

To repeal section 208.053, RSMo, and to enact in lieu thereof one new section relating to the

hand-up program.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Section 208.053, RSMo, is repealed and one new section enacted in lieu
thereof, to be known as section 208.053, to read as follows:

208.053. 1. The provisions of this section shall be known as the "Low-Wage Trap
Elimination Act". In order to more effectively transition persons receiving state-funded child
care subsidy benefits under this chapter, the children's division, in conjunction with the
department of revenue, shall, subJect to approprlatlons by [Januapy] July 1, [20—1%] 2022,
implement a pilot program in [atdeaston d-mra curbaneh S
that serves-at-least-three-hundred families] a county with a charter form of government and
with more than six hundred thousand but fewer than seven hundred thousand inhabitants,

a county of the first classification with more than two hundred sixty thousand but fewer
than three hundred thousand inhabitants, and a county of the first classification with more
than two hundred thousand but fewer than two hundred sixty thousand inhabitants, to be

called the "Hand-Up Program", to allow [willing recipients—who-wish-to-participate] applicants
n the program to [continue—to] receive [such] transitional Chﬂd care [subsidy] benefits [while

having first qualified for the full child care benefit or any other tier of the transitional child
care benefit. Under no circumstances shall any applicant be eligible for the hand-up
program if the applicant’s income does not fall within the transitional child care benefit
income limits established through the annual appropriations process.
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(2) A participating recipient shall be allowed to opt out of the program at any time, but
such person shall not be allowed to participate in the program a second time.

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—6:] Any rule or portion of a rule, as that termis defined in section 536.010, that is created
under the authority delegated under this section shall become effective only if it complies with
and is subject to all of the provisions of chapter 536 and, if applicable, section 536.028. This

section and chapter 536 are nonseverable and if any of the powers vested with the general

assembly pursuant to chapter 536 to review, to delay the effective date, or to disapprove and
annul a rule are subsequently held unconstitutional, then the grant of rulemaking authority and
any rule proposed or adopted after August 28, 2012, shall be invalid and void.

[7] 5. Pursuant to section 23.253 of the Missouri sunset act:

(1) The provisions of the new program authorized under this section shall sunset
automatically three years after August 28, [2014] 2021, unless reauthorized by an act of the
general assembly; and

(2) If such program is reauthorized, the program authorized under this section shall
sunset automatically [six] three years after the effective date of the reauthorization of this
section; and

(3) This section shall terminate on September first of the calendar year immediately

following the calendar year in which the program authorized under this section is sunset.
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
