AN ACT

To amend chapter 21, RSMo, by adding thereto one new section relating to legislative
requirements for public schools.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapter 21, RSMo, is amended by adding thereto one new section, to be
known as section 21.640, to read as follows:

21.640. 1. As used in this section, the term "bill'" means proposed legislation
drafted in the form of an act or joint resolution for introduction into the house of
representatives of the general assembly of Missouri.

2. No representative shall request, nor shall any legislative employee draft, any bill
containing any provision expanding any existing or creating any new duty, mandate, or
requirement for any public school without including within the bill an accompanying
provision reducing or eliminating an existing duty, mandate, or requirement for public
schools.

3. No bill requested or drafted in violation of subse ction 2 of this section shall be
filed with or accepted for filing by the chief clerk of the house of representatives until the
bill is drafted to include an accompanying provision reducing or eliminating an existing

duty, mandate, or requirement for public schools.
