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AN ACT

Relating to COVID-19 remembrance day.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

WHEREAS, Missourians have always united in times of great trial and uncertainty; and

3 WHEREAS, Missourians are united again to fight an unseen enemy, COVID-19, and

4 to protect and care for one another as we walk through the uncharted waters of a pandemic

10 WHEREAS, Missourians of all faiths and religious backgrounds are urged to join in

13 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED  that the members of the House of

14 Representatives of the One Hundred First General Assembly, First Regular Session, the Senate

15 concurring therein, hereby designate April 1, 2021, as "COVID-19 Remembrance Day" and

16 encourage the citizens of this state to honor the lives of our loved ones lost since this pandemic

17 began, comfort those who are hurting, and provide renewed awareness to manage the effects of

18 COVID-19; and

20 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be sent to the Governor for his

21 approval or rejection pursuant to the Missouri Constitution.
