AN ACT

To amend chapters 163 and 173, RSMo, by adding thereto two new sections relating to state
funding for educational institutions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapters 163 and 173, RSMo, are amended by adding thereto two new
sections, to be known as sections 163.047 and 173.087, to read as follows:

163.047. 1. As used in this section, the following terms mean:

(1) "Sex", the two main categories of male and female into which individuals are
divided based on an individual's reproductive biology at birth and the individual's genome;

(2) "Sports', any athletic games, contests, programs, activities, exhibitions, or other
similar competitions organized and provided for students.

2. No school district or charter school that receives state aid under this chapter and
that offers, sponsors, or facilitates sports designated solely for individuals of the female sex
shall allow participation by any individual of the male sex in such sports designated solely
for individuals of the female sex.

3. No school district or charter school that violates subsection 2 of this section shall
receive any state aid under this chapter or any other revenues from the state.

173.087. 1. As used in this section, the following terms mean:

(1) "Sex", the two main cate gories of male and female into which individuals are
divided based on an individual's reproductive biology at birth and the individual's genome;

(2) "Sports', any athletic games, contests, programs, activities, exhibitions, or other
similar competitions organized and provided for students.

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2. No institution of higher education that receives revenues from the state and that
offers, sponsors, or facilitates sports designated solely for individuals of the female sex shall
allow participation by any individual of the male sex in such sports designated solely for
individuals of the female sex.

3. No institution of higher education that violates subsection 2 of this section shall
receive any revenues from the state.
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
