
HB 2213 -- ULYSSES S. GRANT DAY

SPONSOR:  Riggs

COMMITTEE ACTION:  Voted "Do Pass" by the Special Committee on 
Tourism by a vote of 11 to 0.

This bill designates April 27th of each year as "Ulysses S. Grant 
Day".

This bill is similar to HB 888 (2025) and HB 2751 (2024).

PROPONENTS:  Supporters say that Ulysses S. Grant was a fantastic 
general who used his understanding of the rivers and land to win 
battles.  Ulysses S. Grant's memoirs were thought to be the best 
ever written by an American general and he worked on them with 
Mark Twain.  He later went on to become the 18th president of the 
United States. 

Testifying in person for the bill was Representative Riggs.

OPPONENTS:  There was no opposition voiced to the committee.
