I am writing IN OPPOSITION to this law as a former high school and Division I athlete and current
professional high school softball coach.
Any law that isolates a group of people from the same access as everyone else is wrong.  I have
experience coaching both boys' and girls' sports at the high school level. We are also educators
responsible not only for teaching the sport's skills but also for the valuable lessons that come with
individual and communal competition. We teach them how to deal with loss and challenges. We teach
these kids how to work with others to achieve a common goal, which helps them become functional
members of a community. There is no scientific evidence that proves trans athletes are more skilled
than their hetero or gay peers.
We should all have the opportunity to train and compete with our peers. Assuming that all trans
athletes would inherently perform better than female competitors or take opportunities away from them
is damaging. It reduces at best and insults at worst, the efforts generations of women have put in to
carve out progress and survive in this patriarchal society. Enforcing this law does not benefit the
growth of girls' sports. Female athletes face greater challenges, such as a lack of sports programs.
Many high schools now have only varsity programs because there is insufficient participation to field a
junior varsity team. Ultimately, if a transgender athlete wants to participate with their peers, they
should have the right to; by not allowing them to participate, you are taking away the opportunity from
other kids to play the sport they love.
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My name is Anthony Dao, and I am a hospitalist practicing in Missouri. I respectfully submit this
testimony in opposition to HB 1663, HB 1607, and HB 1973, which would permanently codify
restrictions on the participation of transgender students in school athletic competitions.
While I am nether a parent nor a student, I do have  a commitment to advocating for the effective use of
legislative time and resources, both of which are poorly utilized on this issue.
1.  Prior to this law, there were an estimated 5 trans athletes in high school.  If trans youth
were allowed to participate, this number would remain immensely small.
2. Legislators have urgent priorities that have broad impact on Missourians.  I’ll share the
ones that I encounter daily while practicing in a hospital in St Louis:
-Healthcare shortage – MO has the fourth largest healthcare professional shortage in the nation – this
is federal data through HRSA.gov.  We need more healthcare professionals to serve our aging and
increasingly sick population
-Substance use disorders – actually also seen in LGBTQIA+ populations, this is seen in literally every
walk of life – SUDs spare no one and you can imagine the effects are worse if you’re poor and
homeless.  We need more programs that support the total treatment of these people, from housing,
food security, mental health, medical insurance.  People who inject drugs are at risk of all sorts of
costly and morbid treatments, things like bacteremia and other infectious that require procedural or
surgical intervention which can lead to permanent disability that will eventually be paid for by the state.
SUDs ruin families and friendships.
-Access and affordability – I have insurance and the price of my medications are going up, even
without changes to my actual healthcare plan.  Healthcare is so expensive, even for me, and so
imagine being on multiple medications that you can’t afford. … you just don’t take the medicine
-Food desserts – our social workers spend a huge amount of time discussing food shelters and
pantries with our patients – one patient told me they can’t afford to get to them because they can’t
afford the bus ticket to get there.
-need in medical services.  For our elderly population, guidelines have changed that weight training is
more effective, and that to meaningfully return back to an independent life, they need physical
rehabilitation.  Instead, Missouri Medicaid pays only for long term care without physical therapy – if we
want patients to move back home where they can be more productive, then Missouri should pay for
physical therapy services.  Additionally, so many people on Medicaid are working blue collar jobs
where they’re likely to get an injury – rather than just not treating their ailments, we should find out
ways of how to make physical therapy affordable to the people who need them.
These are just the problems I face as a hospitalist trying to care for my patients.  According to the
Missouri’s Department of Health, 943,000 patients are affected by SUDs.  According to the USDA, 15.4%
of Missourians are food insecure, or 961,000 people.  Missouri Medicaid serves 2/3s of nursing home



care in the state, but would otherwise pay for community services to keep them home and
independent.
Where are these policies or bills that are being talked about in the healthcare committee?  Why are we
devoting such precious time and resources to 5 students when literally millions of Missourians need
care?
I conclude that I am in opposition to the bills.
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I am a Missouri citizen and parent to 3 children. I have a student at parkway west high school. He and
his classmates are very supportive of transgender students participating in sports. Banning
transgender youth from participating in sports is actively harmful.
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Gender and social transition are deeply personal decisions that should be left to families and their
support systems, including medical providers. The government should not be involved. Stop trying to
legislative trans lives and let these kids learn and grow exactly as they should. As a Missourian and a
social worker, I do not support any legislative agenda that seeks to restrict the ways gender diverse
kids can move through the world on the basis of their gender identity or expression. That is
discrimation, plain and simple.
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I oppose.

My name is Brittany Kiefer. I am a resident of St Louis City and I do not support anti-trans laws banning
access to healthcare for trans youth and laws that restrict the ability for trans kids to play sports.
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Chair and members of the committee—
My name is Cammie Storm. I am a Missouri resident, a transgender woman, and a community advocate
with Just Another Human. I am here today to speak in opposition to HB 1663.
This bill is not grounded in science, fairness, or athlete safety.
It is grounded in fear, misinformation, and a refusal to listen to the very professionals who understand
sports medicine, child development, and competitive athletics.
HB 1663 is built on a simple but deeply flawed assumption: that transgender athletes—particularly
transgender girls—represent an inherent and overwhelming advantage in sports.
That assumption is not supported by evidence.
Doctors, sports medicine specialists, endocrinologists, pediatricians, and athletic governing bodies
have repeatedly explained that athletic performance is influenced by many variables: training,
nutrition, coaching access, socioeconomic factors, body composition, and yes—hormonal profiles
over time.
This bill ignores all of that complexity.
Instead, it reduces children to chromosomes and treats sex as a single, immutable performance
determinant. That is not biology—it is oversimplification masquerading as science.
Medical professionals have been clear:
When transgender youth receive gender-affirming care consistent with established guidelines,
physiological differences change over time. That is why athletic organizations already have eligibility
standards, review processes, and sport-specific rules.
HB 1663 dismisses those systems entirely.
It tells doctors, athletic trainers, school administrators, and governing bodies that their expertise does
not matter—and that legislators know better.
That is anti-intellectualism.
This bill also claims to “protect fairness,” yet it solves a problem that has not been demonstrated to
exist at scale. There is no epidemic of transgender athletes dominating Missouri sports. What does
exist is a small number of transgender students who want what every other student wants: to belong,
to participate, and to be treated with dignity.
HB 1663 does not protect girls’ sports.
It politicizes children and turns school athletics into a site of surveillance and suspicion.
Under this bill, students—many of them minors—are implicitly invited to be questioned, scrutinized, or
excluded based on how their bodies are perceived. That is not safety. That is harm.
And let’s be honest about the message this sends:
That transgender kids are a threat.



That their presence must be controlled.
That their existence is a problem to be managed.
That message has consequences.
We know from medical and psychological research that exclusion, stigma, and forced isolation
increase rates of anxiety, depression, and suicide among transgender youth. Sports participation, by
contrast, is consistently shown to improve mental health, academic outcomes, and social connection.
HB 1663 removes that protective factor—not because doctors recommended it, but because fear
demanded it.
This bill also sets a dangerous precedent:
If lawmakers can override medical and professional consensus here, where else will expertise be
ignored next?
Public policy should be evidence-based.
It should be precise.
And it should do no harm.
HB 1663 fails on all three counts.
I urge this committee to listen to doctors, to educators, to athletic professionals, and to the families
who are actually living with the consequences of these decisions.
Reject HB 1663—not because it is controversial, but because it is unfounded, unnecessary, and
harmful.

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For young people, sports are a way to be a part of something. They teach the importance of fair play,
teamwork, and socialization. For a trans person, sports are a way of connection with their classmates
and community. They are part of a team and valued for their contributions. To exclude them from
participating in a sport they love is cruel and just furthers the isolation that already may be part of their
daily lives. I encourage the legislators here to think about how it felt when you played on a team as a
kid and how it would feel to have that denied to you for who you were. Thank you.
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I do not support this bill. It will harm transgender individuals. Please do not vote for this bill.

Modern science tells us that gender is not as simple as XX or XY. Also, you cannot rely on hormone
tests to determine gender. The tests used are based on a range and can vary for a variety of reasons.
Testing for gender is not reliable and not needed. Let children play sports without this ridiculous rule.
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HB 1663 again aims to enshrine a one-size-fits-all policy in a realm where a flexible policy would better
suit the interests of schools, families, and communities. With the elimination of the sunset clause, this
proposed law will always favor the policy in place at the time and will therefore fail to consider what the
future may bring. To date, the conservative ideal has been the promotion of local control and
opposition to additional state-mandated policies, despite the harm they cause to the discretion
inherent to schools. With this proposed law, the state should never forget to exercise humility in the
exercise of its power in matters where policy is dictated by the principles and practices of individuals.
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Bills that restrict transgender student athlete from participating in sports consistent with their gender
identity are harmful, discriminatory, and are in blatant opposition to the fundamental purpose of school
athletics: fostering teamwork, belonging, and physical health/education. Get over yourselves and do
what’s best for every child.
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MOEEP steadfastly opposes any bills targeting any marginalized communities and populations in
Missouri and this bill does just that. We understand the importance and power of athletic competitions
and activities in the lives of youth whether at a “fun” or elite level. They bring confidence, foster
leadership, forge friendships, and keep youth active. As an educator, I spent 14 years keeping the
basketball book for junior high/intramural games where there were players of all abilities. I saw
uncoordinated kids find their stride, shy kids find their confidence, good kids humility, and everyone
learn to win like a champ and lose like a champ. As a parent, I held a bronze coaching card for youth
wrestling for several years as the statistician and bullpen wrangler for two different teams, and saw
wrestlers–boys and girls because girls’ wrestling was just starting to take hold–learn persistence,
perseverance, and a camaraderie that lasts to this day. MOEEP firmly believes in inclusivity for all, and
that every single young person in Missouri should be afforded these same benefits should they want
them. Full stop.

We opposed the ban when it was brought up in 2023 because MSHSAA and sports’ governing bodies
have procedures in place that would address the incredibly low numbers of students directly impacted.
However, it passed with a sunset to give time to collect data on whether this issue is significant
enough to even address. In other words, is this even a problem in the first place? Where does that data
collection stand? What have you learned? The sunset was negotiated in good faith and agreed upon,
and removing it now undermines the integrity of members of the legislature to stand by their collective
word. Our charge at MOEEP is to be a voice for Missouri youth that might not be able to speak for
themselves in trying to have a safe, inclusive, welcoming environment in their home state. For these
reasons, we oppose this bill.
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I am opposed to ending the sunset. I am opposed to the bill itself to be fair. By trying to remove the
sunset, it tells me the Missouri legislature cannot be trusted. How can we believe anything you say?
You will put something in to make it less evil or more palatable to get it passed then as soon as you
can, you say, "Just kidding!" and try to remove it. This is another shard in the broken trust of
Missourians. You overturn initiative petitions, you waste money fighting what voters have TOLD you we
want--since at least 2018. So what is a little bit more duplicitousness in getting things passed. As the
parent of an athlete, I have seen first hand the benefits of youth sports at every level. He played co-ed
Tball and soccer. Wrestling, when he did it--13 years on the mat--was just starting to see girls' teams so
that was co-ed too. Allie Howk of Blue Springs took 3rd in State Class 4 HS wrestling beating all but
one boy in the bracket. There is not a huge "problem" out there with transgender women in sports. The
ONE instance everyone holds up as the gold standard is Lia Thompson and it's perpetuated by Riley
Gaines, but here's the hard truth about that: Lia and Riley tied for fifth place. FIFTH. This means they
were BOTH beaten by four cisgendered women, what the GOP call "biological" women. This is not a
problem we should even be addressing. We have REAL actual problems in Missouri. If you want to
protect women, maybe reduce the infant/maternal mortality rates in the Black community. Maybe help
grow actual healthcare in rural communities. Maybe protect them from actual child predators like the
pastors who groom them instead of scapegoating marginalized communities.
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Well, here we are again. Missouri's Republican representatives are resuming their crusade against
trans athletes. The turnover rate for our teachers in Missouri (14.6%) is double the national average
(not surprising as we're at the bottom of the national pay scale for public educators), but we're here
arguing about trans students playing sports. Despite the fact that a national study by the Women’s
Sports Foundation found transgender women and girls are not a challenge to women’s sports. The real
challenges include harassment by coaches, disparity in funding and facilities. Despite hours of
testimony heard by this very committee in the last three years from trans student athletes, this gross
government overreach continues, wasting my tax money that pays your salaries. Why our Republican
representatives continue down this road when their time and expertise could be used in other areas
like education, job creation, cost of living, and healthcare for all remains a mystery to me and to so
many other Missourians. Vote NO on HB 1663 and let's get down to the real business at hand. Let trans
athletes play.
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I do not understand why our legislators feel it is so important to regulate people as to their idea of
themselves, their ideal selves, who they love, etc. This makes as much sense as legislating that
everyone must paint every room in their house white. Some people have gray rooms and purple rooms
and red rooms and whatever color they want rooms. And yet our legislators think it's a great idea to
force everyone to have white rooms. If you don't like red or purple or yellow rooms, don't go there. If
brown rooms drive you crazy, just don't go in them. Please stop pandering to your so-called "values" -
Christian or otherwise - and to your "white paint for all" voters. Please DO start legislating things we
really need. May I suggest healthcare? Or education? Or the abysmal state of our highways and
bridges. Just to name a few.  You claim to want an America where freedom reigns. As long as it's
freedom YOU want, not for anyone else. Please. Just stop. It is none of your business who I love, or
who the person next to you loves. Or how they choose to live. Or choose the color of their rainbow.
Just stop.
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The Missouri state chapter and the Columbia Area local chapter of the National Organization for
Women stand opposed to any and all attempts to discriminate against trans folk and non-binary
individuals in the name of gender conformity, when scientific research indicates that biological sex in
humans is more complex than a strict binary division. Additionally, anti-trans legislation contributes to
the harassment of cisgender girls and women whenever their outward appearance does not conform to
random strangers' definition of "feminine." We urge the committee to OPPOSE this bill.
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Trans kids should be allowed to play sports. These types of bills are harmful and the ban should be
allowed to expire.
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I oppose House Bills 1973, 2431, 1879, 2730, 1853, 2401, and 3633, which collectively seek to make
permanent the state's restrictions on transgender youth by removing critical sunset provisions that
were deliberately included in 2023 legislation. These bills represent a dangerous legislative intrusion
into the practice of medicine and directly contradict established medical consensus.
The Sunset Provisions Exist for Good Reason
When the legislature passed SB 49 in 2023, it included both a grandfather clause and a sunset
provision set for August 28, 2027. These provisions were not accidental—they were legislatively agreed
upon to ensure that care for minors already in treatment was not disrupted and to provide the
legislature additional time to analyze the efficacy of these restrictions. Rather than allowing this
deliberate review period to occur, these bills would prematurely eliminate that safeguard and make
these restrictions permanent without the careful analysis that was promised.
Medical Consensus Opposes These Restrictions
Gender-affirming care for patients under age 18 is considered best medical practice by major medical
organizations—including the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP), American Medical Association
(AMA), and American Psychiatric Association. There is consensus in the medical community that
gender-affirming care is medically necessary, safe, effective, and lifesaving.
The American Medical Association has called this type of legislation "dangerous legislative intrusion
into the practice of medicine," emphasizing that it is "imperative that transgender minors be given the
opportunity to explore their gender identity under the safe and supportive care of a physician." The
American Psychiatric Association "opposes all legislative and other governmental attempts to limit
access to [mental health support and gender-affirming care services] for trans and gender diverse
youth, or to sanction or criminalize the actions of physicians and other clinicians who provide them."
Gender-Affirming Care Saves Lives
For youth under the age of 18, gender-affirming care consists mostly of access to mental health care,
as well as puberty blockers and hormone treatments—both of which are reversible. The AAP has found
evidence that denying gender-affirming care may rise to the level of medical neglect and emotional
abuse, as denial of gender-affirming care has the potential to lead to physical and psychological harm
and undermines a child's self-worth and psychological development.
Denial of gender-affirming care has been shown to contribute to depression, social isolation, self-
hatred, risk of self-harm, and suicidal ideation and behavior. Transgender youth are more likely to feel
depressed and anxious, harm themselves, or attempt suicide. Transgender and nonbinary youth are 2-
2.5 times as likely to experience depressive symptoms, seriously consider suicide, and attempt suicide
than their cisgender LGBTQ+ peers.
Conversely, access to gender-affirming care—particularly puberty blockers—has been shown to
decrease the likelihood of suicide and depression among transgender and nonbinary youth.



Individuals who are accepted and supported in their gender identity show better mental health and
quality of life outcomes.
These Bills Will Worsen Missouri's Physician Shortage Crisis
Missouri already faces a severe physician shortage. In Missouri, physician supply lags behind patient
demand, ranking in the bottom half of states for primary care and physician availability. In fact, 111 of
Missouri's 114 counties are health professional deserts, which have 3,500 or more patients for every
one provider. By 2030, Missouri is projected to be short 3,102 doctors.
Legislation that restricts physicians' ability to provide evidence-based care only exacerbates this
crisis. An Association of American Medical Colleges survey showed that OB-GYN residencies dropped
by 10% in states with abortion bans and 6% in states with abortion restrictions, with an overall drop of
1% in all specialties in states with abortion bans. A separate survey conducted by the American
College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists of third and fourth year medical students found that three
quarters said that restrictive healthcare laws would influence where they would apply for residency
and half said such laws would influence which specialty they would apply to.
The same pattern applies to restrictions on gender-affirming care. Current and would-be physicians
recognize that these are necessary, potentially lifesaving procedures, and are not interested in
practicing in states that restrict their abilities to provide necessary medical care. These bills will further
deter people from learning how to be physicians and practicing medicine in Missouri.
The Documented Harm to LGBTQ+ Youth
Anti-LGBTQ+ and anti-trans legislation has been shown to have detrimental impacts to the mental
health of these communities. According to a recent study by the Trevor Project, nine out of ten (90%)
LGBTQ+ young people reported that recent politics negatively impacted their well-being, with
transgender and nonbinary young people reporting an even greater degree of negative impacts (94%),
and nearly two out of five LGBTQ+ youth and their families reported considering moving to a different
state.
These bills—which would make these restrictions permanent rather than allowing for the promised
review period—will only intensify the harm to Missouri's transgender youth and their families.
Sports Participation Bills Solve a Non-Existent Problem
The sports ban bills (HB 1973, HB 2431, HB 1879) purport to protect fairness in athletics, yet they target
an extraordinarily small population of students and create barriers based on fear rather than evidence.
These bills force schools and institutions to police students' bodies and birth certificates, creating an
invasive and discriminatory environment for all students.
Notably, major athletic organizations including the NCAA, Olympics, and various state athletic
associations have developed inclusive policies that balance fairness and inclusion. These bills
override local decision-making and force a one-size-fits-all approach that disregards the individual
circumstances of student athletes.
Conclusion
The 2023 legislation included sunset provisions for a reason: to allow time for careful review and
analysis. These bills would eliminate that promised review period and make permanent restrictions
that contradict medical consensus, worsen Missouri's physician shortage, harm LGBTQ+ youth mental
health, and intrude on the patient-provider relationship.
For these reasons, I firmly urge the committee to oppose House Bills 1973, 2431, 1879, 2730, 1853,
2401, and 3633.
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Trans rights are human rights. Vote no.

My name is Emilia Stauffer. I am a resident of Springfield, MO. I am testifying in opposition to HB 1663.
The Transgender community has been under constant attack by the Republican party for several years
now. Despite repeated efforts to convince this party to let up on these attacks, here we are again.

Trans people exist. The only debate that exists is how and when the Republican party will limit or
eliminate the resources that support the trans community including access to sports opportunities.
The actions of this committee and the party who is sponsoring these bills are harming real people.  I
speak with these people every day.

If you have any conscience, stop harming us by continually targeting the resources we need to not
only survive, but thrive. Vote no on this bill.
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As a former athlete and a current high school girls' basketball coach, I know one thing to be certain -
athletics foster a sense of belonging to something greater than oneself. Athletics provide a safe
environment for learning teamwork, leadership skills, and overcoming adversity. To strip these
opportunities away from someone based on their gender affirming identity negates what athletics is all
about – inclusion.
As a high school coach, I firmly believe excluding individuals who want to participate in athletics based
on their gender affirming identity perpetuates the stereotypes of who should play sports and what an
athlete should look like. Anyone who has participated in or coached athletics knows that at the heart of
athletics, appearances do not matter. Socioeconomic classes do not matter. Religious beliefs do not
matter. What matters is the team, we not I. What matters is culture, building a community in which
athletes can thrive. What matters is acceptance, a space that creates equal opportunities for everyone
to succeed as their authentic self. So why does an individual's gender affirming identity matter? Would
one have an issue with a transgender male playing on the boys’ high school team? Or is it just an issue
when a transgender woman plays on the girls’ team?
As a girls’ high school coach, I have seen the value that athletics brings to youths, specifically for
young girls. The value transcends the sport; it transcends the norm that athletics are only for specific
individuals. It creates a space for individuals where, for a few hours each day, one need not worry
about anything but the sport. It provides relief to those who need it, physically and mentally. It instills
confidence, something youths already grapple with, through encouragement, hard work, and self-
discipline. Confidence that sticks throughout life. To keep the current ban on transgender kids playing
sports transposes all the positive impacts athletics can have on individuals.
My question is: Why does the government care about controlling inclusion in sports, especially for
youths and young adults? If this ban is an actual, honest attempt to support girls' athletics, or athletics
in general, the decision would be based on a case-by-case basis, not on a blanket state-level basis. A
ban at the state level confirms the government would rather control identities than protect youths in
sports. Particularly since transgender girls and boys are underrepresented in sports and life, every
situation should be based on the unique situation. Not one that was decided before the athlete had an
opportunity.

My name is Emily  Elhoffer, and I am writing in opposition to HB 1672, HB 1608, HB 1854, HB 2033, HB
1663, HB 1607, and HB 1973.

These bills target transgender and gender-diverse Missourians by restricting access to medically
necessary healthcare and by excluding students from full participation in school athletics. I oppose
these bills because they will cause real harm to children and families, undermine the integrity of
medical decision-making, and erode the fundamental principle that all people deserve dignity, safety,
and equal treatment under the law.

Gender-Affirming Healthcare Bills (HB 1672, HB 1608, HB 1854, HB 2033)

These bills interfere in private medical decisions that should remain between patients, families, and
licensed healthcare providers. Gender-affirming care is supported by major medical organizations,
including pediatric and mental health associations, and is widely recognized as evidence-based,
individualized, and often life-saving care.

By criminalizing or restricting this care, the state would be substituting political ideology for medical
expertise. This sets a dangerous precedent that affects not only transgender youth, but any patient
whose care becomes politically controversial. Families deserve the freedom to make informed
decisions in consultation with professionals—not lawmakers.

The consequences of denying gender-affirming care are well-documented: increased rates of anxiety,
depression, and suicide risk among transgender youth. These bills do not protect children; they place
them in harm’s way.

Athletics Participation Bills (HB 1663, HB 1607, HB 1973)

These bills exclude transgender students from participating in school sports, denying them the social,
physical, and emotional benefits of athletic participation. School athletics are not only about
competition—they are about teamwork, belonging, confidence, and connection.

There is no credible evidence that blanket bans improve fairness or safety. Instead, these bills single
out a small, vulnerable group of students and subject them to surveillance, stigma, and exclusion.



Policies that force schools to police students’ bodies or identities are invasive and damaging,
particularly for young people who are simply trying to learn and belong.

Broader Harm to Schools, Families, and Communities

Taken together, these bills send a message that transgender people are problems to be controlled
rather than members of our communities to be supported. They will drive families and healthcare
providers out of the state, place schools in impossible enforcement roles, and expose the state to
costly legal challenges.

Most importantly, they tell transgender children that they are not welcome as they are.

Testosterone is often
thought to cause athletic advantage, but the research evidence is mixed, and testosterone is only one
part of a person's physiology, and bodies vary in how they make and respond to the hormone. Any
perceived advantages of transgender people (based on ambiguous and indirect evidence) may be no
greater than widely accepted physiological (e.g., large hands) and financial (e.g., training opportunities)
advantages that some cisgender people have in competitive sports. For example, having large hands is
key for manipulation in some sports (e.g., basketball), but this is not seen as an unfair advantage. If
politicians truly care about making sports "fair", they should consider implementing skill and size
categories, rather than categories based on biological sex.

My name is Dr. Katie Heiden-Rootes, and I am a licensed marital and family therapist with over 11?
years of experience providing mental health care to children, adolescents, and families in Missouri. My
clinical work includes supporting youth navigating identity, peer relationships, stress, family conflicts,
and mental health challenges inherent in adolescence. I submit this testimony in opposition to HB?
1663.
HB?1663 proposes to modify participation guidelines for school athletics so that students would
compete only in contests designated by biological sex as stated on official birth records and would
eliminate the existing sunset on these restrictions. Current law enforcing similar participation rules is
set to expire in August?2027.
As a mental health professional, my concern is the significant harm restrictive policies cause to the
emotional well being and social development of transgender and gender diverse youth.

1. Youth Sports as a Crucial Context for Development
Participation in athletics is widely recognized as beneficial for adolescents’ mental health, social
integration, self esteem, teamwork skills, and physical well being. Excluding or restricting access to
sports on the basis of gender identity deprives vulnerable students of these developmental supports
and can intensify feelings of isolation.

2. Psychological Impact of Exclusionary Policies
Research and clinical experience demonstrate that transgender youth already face elevated rates of
anxiety, depression, and suicidal ideation compared to their peers. Policies that explicitly exclude them
from full participation in school life reinforce stigma, reduce peer support, and increase psychological
distress. Exclusion from activities that foster belonging contradicts core principles of trauma informed
and developmentally appropriate care. I have seen this first hand with the youth in my practice who
experience social anxiety, loneliness, and avoid school due to bullying and exclusionary school
policies on bathroom use, use of correct names and pronouns, and teacher affirmation.

3. Lack of Evidence that Inclusive Participation Harms Others
Leading child and adolescent health organizations do not support blanket bans on participation based
on gender identity. Inclusive participation policies used in many school districts and collegiate
associations have not been shown to cause widespread safety or fairness issues to other athletes.
Indeed, making athletics accessible to all students affirms both competitive integrity and psychological
safety. This bill, and others like it, are a bill in search of a problem that does not exist.



4. Ethical Considerations in Supporting All Students
In clinical practice, we uphold ethics that prioritize respect, dignity, and non discrimination. Policies
like HB?1663 signal to transgender students that their identities are less valid and their contributions
to school communities are less valued. For young people already struggling with marginalization, this
can exacerbate distress and impair academic and social functioning.

Conclusion
HB?1663 would institutionalize exclusionary practices that harm the mental health and social
participation of transgender and gender diverse youth without clear evidence of benefit. I urge you to
oppose HB?1663 and instead support inclusive policies that promote psychological well being,
belonging, fairness, and opportunity for all Missouri students.

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These bills have irrevocably harmed youth and their families in our state. These bills should be sunset
as they are an overreach of the state into the care and decisions of families by preventing access to
education including extracurricular activities. These bills preventing access to sports because of
gender expression are a violation of the first amendment of the US Constitution which is the freedom
of expression. The Missouri Constitution also provides freedom of expression in Article I. The
enforcement of these laws is also an invasion of privacy which is protected by the fourth amendment
of the constitution. They are a violation of HIPPA as well by forcing children to reveal their medical
information. They also puts children overall at a higher risk of sexual abuse by adults as they would
have to reveal their gender to them. Are you going to have adults checking the genitalia of minors to
decide which locker room or sports team they should be on to enforce these laws? What if the child is
intersex and has ambiguous genitals? If you try to go by chromosomes then you could find a variety of
different make ups other than XY or XX. There are also cases where people have chromosomes of the
“opposite” sex but the genitalia of the one they are assigned at birth. Such as a person with XY
chromosomes that have a phenotype expression of genitalia that is a vulva because they didn’t receive
the correct hormones in the womb.  Rep. Ben Keathley of this Missouri House of Representatives
agrees that parents should have the right to decide the education and medical care as well as privacy
of that medical care, for their children unimpeded by the government. If you agree with Mr. Keathley
then it should be understood sports and other extracurricular activities fall under education as it is
Local Education Agencies (Public, Private, or Chartered) that often provide these activities. Preventing
parents from making these decisions is a violation of their rights as much as it is a violation of the
rights of the children. In many smaller LEAs such as Booneville, the sports programs are co-ed. Sports
do not have to be separated by gender other than to determine that there is an inferiority to those
deemed different which is a form of discrimination. These bills are state-sanctioned discrimination
against children and their families for gender identity and expression. All children deserve the same
opportunities to participate in sports and other extracurricular activities as a part of their education.
These activities teach teamwork, resilience, discipline, and acceptance of each other. I would hope the
members of this governing body would understand and value these lessons and choose to sunset
these bills in favor of a world that provides this opportunity to participate in sports and other activities
regardless of gender expression.
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HB 1663 seeks to protect fairness in athletics, but it does so by imposing rigid classifications and
punitive enforcement mechanisms that risk constitutional overreach and unintended harm.
